: ST and fishing.

' Questelles Evangelical Church on St. Vincent
for 12 years. In December 2003, he became
pastor of the Paget Farm Church on Bequia.
He later became Pastor at Port Elizabeth
Church on the island in addition to the other
church. God allowed Chatham to have a part
g in Cameron coming to know the Lord while
he was a student in St. Louis. He was married to Andine at Chatham Bible Church in
2004. God has blessed them with two children.

Of course with any mission trip there are surprises, and changes to the schedule.
Here are the things scheduled so far-...

® Vacation Bible School - We will run two VBS programs at each church. We
will look to minster to the children and their parents. We will also seek to
work alongside the members of the churches.

o TEEN Ministry - In the evenings we will gather together with the teens in
the community for time of ministry, and sharing the Gospel.

July 2-11
We will fly out of St. Louis (early morning) and fly to St. Lucia, from St. Lucia we will
fly to St. Vincent. Once in St. Vincent we will take an ocean ferry to the island of

Bequia.

The Short-Term mission trip can be very effective in several areas. The first and
sometimes obvious is that it benefits the local body of believers, whether that is a
church, school, or orphanage. Not only in group ministry, but also in personal
ministry that takes place around the area. People are reached, because they want to
meet the foreigner. Others are curious as to why these foreigners are in their
neighborhood, and would love to have you share why you came. This might have been
impossible for the local body of believers.

It also affects the person that goes on the mission trip. The power of removing
someone from their comfort and safety, into a world of strange sights, smells, and
sometimes strange language, is enough to change ones world view. Often self-
examination takes place while on a mission trip, seeing those that are happy with
what little that they have, or the poverty in that area, can suddenly turn priorities in



life upside down. Short term mission trips help the participant see God beyond their
area, to see how big God truly is. To be able to pray for the people that you have
worked with and ministered to is also an added bonus.Of course to make disciples
(Matt. 28:19) is our commission, not just on mission trips but also in life. The reward
my be seen in people coming to Christ, or people encouraged to continue on God’s
path, but often we will never know the effect of a mission trip until eternity with God.
